be a person of good character, displaying leadership qualities,

have produced a certificate from a Registered Medical Practitioner
showing that he is medically fit to hold such a scholarship,
have completed the Bruce Rickards Scholarship application form,

be required to serve in Jamaica for a period of three (3) years
immediately following the completion of the course of study, if
awarded the scholarship,

REGULATIONS

4.1 Any candidate to whom this Scholarship is awarded shall not
simultaneously hold :-
(i) any other substantial award; or
(i) any award which would interfere with the regulations

governing this Scholarship.

4.2 In respect to The Bruce Rickards Scholarship, the following
shall apply:

(a) The holder of the Scholarship shall normally pursue
the course of study named in the application form
and approved by the donors and if any alteration of
that course of study is made without their approval,
they may direct that the scholarship be withdrawn.

(b) The value of the Scholarship and the instalments in
which it will be paid, shall be determined by the
donors at the time of the award, according to the
nature and duration of the course of study chosen by
the holder and approved by the donors, The donors
may make any variations in such value and
instalments appearing to be necessary as a result of
any alteration in such course of study by the holder,
that has been approved by the donors.
