CONDITIONS OF AWARD OF SCHOLARSHIP

1.0 AWARD

The award shall be known as THE CARLTON ALEXANDER SCHOLARSHIP

2.0 SCHOLARSHIP TO THE UNIVERSITY OF THE WEST INDIES

The Scholarship will be open to all applicants who have met the entry
requirements of the University of the West Indies and the Faculty to which
they request admission and who qualify under the terms and conditions
stated below.

3.0 TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The applicant should:—

3.1  have been registered at Jamaica College for a period of two (2) years
preceding the date of admission to the University,

3.2  be a Jamaican citizen or have resided in Jamaica for at least three (3)
years prior to the date of the application,

3.3  have completed the application for admission as a fulltime student to
the University of the West Indies and, at the time of interview, have
been accepted for entry,

3.4  be a person of good character, displaying leadership qualities,

3.5 have produced a certificate from a Registered Medical Practitioner
showing that he/she is medically fit to hold such a scholarship,

3.6  have completed the Carlton Alexander Scholarship application form,
3.7 be required to serve in Jamaica for a period of three (3) years
immediately following the completion of the course of study, if

awarded the Scholarship,

3.8 have given good and sufficient evidence that the requirements
specified in 3.1 to 3.6 above have been satisfied.

4.0 REGULATIONS
